Church Family, 

 

Francis August Schaeffer  was a Christian apologist and pastor who was born on Jan 30, 1912 
and died on May 15, 1984 from lymphoma.  He greatly shaped the theological and philosophical 
climate of American Christianity throughout the 70ôs and 80ôs.  He is most famous for his writings 
and his establishment of the L'Abri community in Switzerland where he taught.  Some of 
Schaefferôs most famous writings with which you may be familiar are: 
 

The God Who Is There 

Escape from Reason 

He Is There and He Is Not Silent 
 

Another writing, How Should We Then Live? The Rise and Decline of Western Thought 
and Culture, is also a film/video series produced and directed by his son Frank Schaeffer.  This 
manôs thoughts have been shaping my heart for the Lord and lost humanity recently, and I wanted 
to share his ministry with you.  You donôt have to have a passion for theology or philosophy to 
appreciate his message.   Schaeffer would tell you today, if he could, that the greatest apologetic 
(defense for the Christian faith) is love.  He had, first and foremost, a compassion for ALL people.  
We lead them to the cross through love.  Why is that important?  Because we are celebrating the 
greatest day in history this month:  Resurrection Sunday! 
 

1 John 3:16 says, 
ò This is how we know what love is: Jesus Christ laid down His life for us.ó 

 

Jesus Christ came to die for your sins and mine.  That is love.  God is love.  God is love for He 
made us.  God is love for He saved us.  God is love because one day He is coming back for us.  
Why should we love?  Because God first loved us. 
 

The verse goes on . . .  
ò And we ought to lay down our lives for our brothers.ó  

 

Follow the example of Francis Schaeffer who followed the example of his Savior.  The greatest 
apologetic is not an amazing complex argument of science or philosophy, it is love.  Try it!
