To My Sheep Whom I Love, 
 
What a year!  I stand (well actually Iôm sitting at the moment in my office) amazed in the presence of 
Jesus the Nazarene at what He has done in the life of this church in 2009.  We have been through so 
much and are still experiencing God at work in the life of our church body.  I am excited about the fu-
ture!  There is so much still to be done in this city as the song ñGod of this Cityò says.  And He has the 
keys to the kingdom.  Stay strong as the holidays can be a definite spiritual struggle with busy sched-
ules and traveling, shopping, etc. No matter what the future brings, we have a King who is faithful. 
God promised that a seed would come to crush the head of our enemy in Genesis chapter 3:14-15
